I.  USD #417 PROFESSIONAL GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

USD #417 will promote and provide staff development for all certified personnel to ensure maintenance of professional skills and knowledge for meeting the objectives of the educational program of the district.

The certified personnel in the district shall be provided activities directly related to one or more of the six (6) goals for professional development and licensure.

The certified personnel in the district shall have the opportunity to improve and develop specific nonacademic professional knowledge and skills required of an effective educator.

Licensed personnel in the district shall have the opportunity to improve and develop instructional methods/skills required of an effective educator.

A. Professional Development Goals 2003-2008

1. Educators will gain knowledge and apply effective instructional strategies in order for students to improve reasoning and communication when problem solving in mathematics.

2. Educators will gain knowledge and apply effective instructional strategies in order for students to improve comprehension in reading.

3. Educators will gain knowledge and apply effective instructional strategies in order for students to improve conventions usage when writing.

4. Educators will gain knowledge and apply effective instructional strategies in order to maintain and/or improve nontargeted content areas.

5. Educators will gain knowledge and apply effective instructional strategies in order to maintain and/or improve the school climate where students work and learn.

6. Educators will analyze the effectiveness of the instructional program through monitoring individual and/or student group progress identified by measurable indicators.
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
