	Predictions:  Read through the selection.  Write questions that will force students to make predictions that can be either confirmed or not confirmed by the section.  The prediction should come naturally out of the selection.  [Ex. For a section on Plains Indians following the buffalo herds across the prairie, have students predict how these Native Americans will react when the settlers come.]  

Note:  The prediction must be confirmed or not confirmed in the next reading section.

Write these in question form and encourage creative guessing.  Make sure that they have some basis for their answer.  Then they will be appropriate answers even if the guess is not confirmed.

	Guided Questions: Go through your selection and ask questions that help students focus on essential information, understand essential concepts, or provide information necessary for understanding the selection.

These questions, along with the prediction questions, will guide students through the text.  

The following question ques, based on Bloom’s taxonomy can be used to develop concepts questions:

· Comprehension: summarize, interpret; contrast, associate; distinguish, predict; estimate, differentiate, discuss, extend

· Application: apply calculate, illustrate, show, solve, examine, modify, relate, classify

· Analysis: analyze, separate, order, explain, connect, classify, arrange, divide, compare, select, explain, infer

· Synthesis: combine, integrate, modify, rearrange, substitute, plan, create, design, invent, what if?, compose, formulate, prepare, generalize, rewrite

· Evaluation: assess, decide, rank, grade, test, measure, recommend, convince, select, judge, explain, discriminate, support, conclude, compare, summarize
