CLASSROOM AND LABORATORY POLICIES
An attempt has been made to keep classroom rules to a minimum; however, it is necessary that we observe certain rules to provide a better learning environment. The following rules will apply to the classroom:

1. You are to be in your seat with your agriculture notebook and a writing utensil at your desk when the bell rings.

2.  All four chair legs are to be on the floor at all times.

3. Personal e-mail and instant messaging are strictly prohibited during class hours.   Personal e-mail may be checked before or after school however, yahoo, hotmail, msn, or messenger etc. are to never be accessed on the Dell computers. 

4. No Computer Games or random Internet surfing will be allowed. 

5.  At no time during class are you to leave the classroom or laboratory area without the instructor’s permission.
6. Each student is responsible for keeping a clean, neat, and orderly agriculture notebook. This notebook will contain agriculture class material and will be kept in an area designated in the agriculture room. Your notebook slot should be organized with loose papers in a notebook, not just crammed in your slot in the record book cabinet.
7. All chairs are to be pushed up to the table, tables straightened, and notebooks put away at the end of class. You laptop computer should be neatly placed back in the storage cabinet and plugged in to charge for the next class.

8. No student is to be in the instructor’s office or desk area or use the phone without specific permission from the instructor.

9. No horseplay will be tolerated in the classroom, shop, greenhouse , or agriculture education area.

10. Bottled water will be allowed in the classroom; however, it cannot be placed on the ag room tables.

11. Restroom needs should be taken care of before or after class.

12. Do not sit on the tables.

13. Use common sense and practice courtesy at all times.

14. Foul language and/or derogatory comments toward another student will result in immediate removal from the classroom.

15. Shirts or clothing worn not suitable for school as outlined in the school handbook will result in the students being sent to the office to change and class time being made up after school.

16. Detention time, if assigned, must be made up with the instructor no later than one day following the offense. Multiple offenses will result in removal from the class.

17. All school policies will be strictly enforced.
